Vendor Rules and Instructions
First and foremost, we want to thank you for your participation in this festival!  We greatly appreciate your support!  The following instructions are designed for the benefit and safety of all people involved in the festival.

1.
Vendor site number and check in times are assigned to best suit the festival design and vendors.  We cannot honor any special requests.

2.
Vendors must arrive at their appointed time.  NO early check-in allowed.  If a vendor is more than 20 minutes late to their appointed check in time, Event Staff reserves the right to try to fit them in as they deem appropriate.  Vendor car passes will be issued at the time of check in.  One pass per application (these passes will be used for re-entry Sunday evening and Monday morning…see Item 12)

3.
This is a rain or shine festival.  No rain dates, no refunds.

4.
The City of Easley and DunBurks Premier Events reserves the right to prohibit the sale of any item.

5.
Trash removal: On Sunday night, festival staff will provide trash removal for vendors.  On Sunday night (at the end of festival time) please bag trash and place in front of vendor booth.  


ON MONDAY NIGHT, VENDORS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THEIR OWN TRASH REMOVAL.  It must be bagged and taken with you at the end of the event.  Please DO NOT use the city trash cans.  Violators will not be invited to participate in future City of Easley events or festivals and possibly could be fined.
6.
Vendors are asked to arrive at the appropriate check in location.  Vendors with a space # beginning with a “F” will check in at the entrance to Old Market Square off of 1st Street (access 1st Street off of Main Street, 1st Street is the street that runs in front of the Robinson Funeral Home). Vendors with a space # beginning with “C” or “L” will check in at the entrance to Old Market Square off of West 1st Avenue (access West 1st Avenue off of Pendleton Street)
7.
All vendor vehicles must be removed from the festival area no later than 30 minutes prior to the festival start time.  NO EXCEPTIONS.

8.
Vendor parking is provided in the new city parking lot on Pendleton Street on the other side of the railroad tracks across from the Union Baptist Church.

9.
All food vendors must be in compliance with South Carolina DHEC.  It is recommended you call Cain with DHEC, 864-898-5832, to eliminate any issues.  DHEC will be on site during the festival to insure compliance.

10.
The festival is officially over at the stated time.  NO sales after that time are permitted! This will strictly be enforced. Festival hours: Sunday: 2:00 to 10:00 p.m., Monday: 2:00 to 9: 45 p.m.

11.
No early breakdowns will be allowed.

12.
All vendors will be issued a Vendor Car Pass.  One pass per application.  This pass must be displayed in the vehicle that will be returning to the vendor space (if necessary) Sunday night when then festival closes and/or to bring in additional supplies Monday morning.  NO ADMITTANCE WITHOUT THE PASS.

13. ONCE THE FESTIVAL CLOSES ON SUNDAY AND MONDAY NIGHTS, NO VEHICLES WLL BE ADMITTED TO THE FESTIVAL AREA UNTIL THE EVENT STAFF ALLOWS THEM.  This is to insure the safety of all our staff, pedestrians and vendors.  On Sunday night, once vehicles are allowed in the festival area, if necessary, vendors may then use one vehicle (Vendor car pass must be displayed) to enter festival area.  All vendors must be out of the festival area no later than 11:30 p.m. 
14.
NO vendor may use any form of amplified music or sound in their booth space.

15.
Any vendor using propane must have a fire extinguisher in their booth.

16.
The festival will provide overnight security from 10:00 p.m. Sunday until 11:00 a.m. Monday morning.

17.
Should vendors encounter any issues during the festival, please notify an Event Staff person.

18.
The City of Easley/DunBurks Premier Events reserves the right to shut down any vendor during the festival for non-compliance with these Rules and Instructions.
